* The substances are “intended to be released” fnenpitoduced or imported article(s)
during “normal and reasonable foreseeable conditofruse”

Per REACH Implementation Guidariceonly substances that are intentionally releaseth f
articles should be considered for registratioAlthough Aerogel blankets can be dusty, the
blanket dust is not an intended releasArticles without intended release do not need to
subscribe to any registration or pre-registrategquirements under REACH. Therefore, Aerogel
blankets are exempt from REACH registration requerts because the products are articles
without intended release.

Aerogel blankets do not contain any material listethe “Candidate List of Substances of Very
High Concern for authorization” dated December28,0.

Aspen Aerogels Pre-Registration

Although Aspen Aerogels firmly believes that Aerbdsankets are exempt articles, as a
precaution, Aspen pre-registered the base silicagaé monomer under Silanamine, 1,1,1-
trimethyl-N-(trimethylsilyl)-, hydrolysis productsith silica (Submission No. XT373528-91).
Aerogel is a polymer formed from this base monomdtolymers are exempted from the
registration provisions of Title Il of REACH (Artie 2(9)).
